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CHAPTER 1

Key People:

Christopher Columbus – Discovered America in 1492

King Henry VIII – Separated England from the Catholic Church

Elizabeth I – Responsible for the first efforts to colonize the new world

John Smith – Helped the Jamestown Colony survive

Roger Williams – Separatist in Massachusetts, who was banned for his teachings.

Anne Hutchinson – Spoke out against puritan teachings, was banished.

George Calvert (Lord Baltimore) – Got the charter for Maryland.

Key Concepts:

Exploitation of the Indians

Failure of early colonies in North America

Separation of England from the Catholic Church

Joint-stock company

Great Migration of Puritans to Massachusetts

Main profit that came from America was Tobacco

Key Events:

In 1492 Columbus landed in the Caribbean.

In 1494 the Catholic church separated the world in two by the treaty of tordesilla, Spain took the west and Portugal the east.

The Spanish sent tons of conquistadors to find the Indian’s gold.

In 1519 Cortez conquered Mexico.

In 1531 Pizarro conquered Peru.

The Spanish made the Indians their slaves and converted them to Catholicism.

In 1529, King Henry split England away from the Catholic Church.

This caused England and Spain to hate each other.  England privateers robbed Spanish ships filled with gold from the New World.

The Early English attempts to colonize failed. 

The first real English establishment in North America was at Jamestown.  It almost failed because of improper leadership, but John Smith took control and the colony thrived.

By 1612, the colonists had discovered that tobacco grows excellently in Virginia.

This became a big source of income, one of the only reasons the colony lasted.

In 1620, a group of separatists (pilgrims) created a colony at Plymouth.

A group of Puritans in England created the Massachusetts Bay Company, and they left with 1000 people to start a new life in America.  In the ten years that followed, over 10000 people joined them.

In 1631, a separatist named Roger Williams talked against the king and the Church, and the puritans in Massachusetts Banished him to Rhode Island.

Anne Hutchinson talked openly against the Puritans and was banished as well.

George Calvert got a charter in 1632 to start a Maryland colony.  Maryland eventually held religious freedom for all Christians.

Summary:


In 1492 Christopher Columbus's voyage was financed by Queen Isabela of Spain. The Spanish found gold in the new world and wanted to come back for more. In 1494 the Catholic church separated the world in two by the treaty of tortilla. Spain was given the Americas as their sphere of influence while Portugal was given the rest. They brutally massacred thousands of "Indians" and stole their gold. They also wanted to find the western passage to the orient.


In 1529 King Henry VIII of England separated the Church of England from the Catholic Church, thus forming the Anglican church. Also he divorced his Spanish wife ending the blood alliance between Spain and England. Meanany Spanish cities were gutted and a lot of Spanish gold was lost to queen Elizabeth, who pocketed half of the booty. In 1588,while in the new World 99% of the Indians died of western disease most notably small pox. From 1577 to 1580 Sir Francis Drake pirated the Spanish colonies with his faster, more maneuverable race build Galleons. M in retaliation not only to Protestantism but also to the threat that Great Britain posed to Spain's great empire, King Ferdinand launched a fleet of over 200 Galleons with over 10,000 land soldiers to invade the island fortress and sbring Spain's greatest enemy to its knees. However through Sir Francis Drake's clever burning row boat trick the tightly grouped Spanish armada was forced to spread out and consequently through British harassment the Spanish fleet was crushed. As a consequence Protestants ruled the high seas. A joint stock corporation was invented in order to allow for the establishment of Jamestown. Also puritans, Protestant extremists in effect, got permission from the England to establish a colony in New England.

Chapter 2

Key People:

Charles II – Placed on throne in 1660 after Oliver Cromwell's rule ended.  Charles paid much more attention to the colonies than his predecessors had.

William Penn – He was a Quaker.  Founded Pennsylvania in 1681.

James II – Charles’ successor.  Really screwed around with New England.

William and Mary – Took over after James II was kicked out.  

Jacob Leisler – Lead militia. In control of New York for 2 years after James left. 

Key Concepts:

Mercantilism – The English government controlling the trade of the colonies to gain profit of itself.

Navigation Acts – Passed by Charles II in 1660’s to ensure all goods that left the colonies only went to England.

Proprietary colonies – Colonies set up with one owner who in turn makes his own government for the land. 

Key Events:

King Charles II sent his brother James to conquer the New Netherlands (New York)

The Carolinas became colonies in 1663.  Major cities in the North were in the Albemarle Sound; in the south Charles town was the main city.

In 1681, William Penn founded Pennsylvania. (The king owed him £16000)  He established free religion there.  Mostly Quakers moved there.

In 1684, before he died, Charles revoked Massachusetts’ charter. (He hated Puritans)

James II, his brother, took over in 1685 and placed all of New England under one government.  He placed Edmund Andros at its head.

When James was chased out of the country in 1688, a militia led by Jacob Leisler kicked Andros out of the government. Leisler ruled New York for two years until William appointed a real governor.

William and Mary eventually renewed all of the original charters that had been revoked by James and Charles.

The population in the colonies doubled just about every 25 years.

The Indians continually fought against the English, but they lost every time.

Eventually the French and the Indians teamed up against the English, but with the same effect.

Georgia became a proprietary colony in 1732, but the proprietors couldn’t make it work, so they gave it back to the king in 1752.

Chapter 3

Key People:

William Berkeley – Governor of Virginia, realized problem with freedmen?hung leaders of freedmen resistance.

Nathaniel Bacon – led freedmen uprising, burned the capital settlement of Jamestown.

George Whitefield – combined Calvinism with showmanship ? scored audience into conviction, depicted people’s sinful nature and helplessness without God.

Key Concepts:

Most Americans lived on a southern plantation, in a New England Town, on an individual farm, or in the coastal city during the colonial period

Majority of immigrants were men, not women.

Tobacco plantations were prominent in Virginia.

The death rate was high in early to late 1600’s, mal nutrition, and typhoid

At the end of the century people lived longer ? servants filled allotted time requirement ? went off to start their own farms.

Rise in population led to rise in the imported labor force ? more tobacco produced resulted in drop in price ? rise in cost of owning plantation ? harder for new farmers to get started.

Due to longer life-span of immigrants in the new world, slaves became more profitable than indentured servants.

The Large plantation owners dominated society ? rented land to others, loaned money, etc.

New England towns consisted of the borough, the village, and the parish.

Church owned no property; used a meetinghouse, church members elected minister.

Colonial cities were built on trade ? prosperity depended on overseas trade.

House of Commons consisted of representatives from each county

There were property qualifications for voting.

The Great Schism ? Old light vs. New Light

Printing press developed, led to increased literacy.

Higher education established ? Harvard, William & Mary, Yale

Enlightenment ? Newton’s “’natural laws” (motion, gravity, etc.) focus on reason/thought/facts.
