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6. Gilded- To overlay with a thin layer of gold. Also, To make something appear more attractive or more valuable than it is.
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7. Purport- To give the appearance, often falsely, of bring, intending etc.
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8. Facilitated- To make easy or easier; increase ease of.
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9. Portmanteau- A traveling case or bag; a stiff leather suitcase that opens like a book into two compartments.
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Imbibed- To drink (especially alcoholic liquor.)
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11. Sportiveness- Fond of or full of sport or merriment.
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12. Indolence- Disliking or avoiding work; idle.
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13. Variegated- Marked with different colors in spots and streaks.
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14. Cataract- A large waterfall; any strong flood or rush of water.
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15. Verdure- The fresh green color of growing things.
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16. Sanguinary- Accompanied by much bloodshed, murder or carnage; flowing with blood.
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17. Debility- Weakness, feebleness.
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18. Augury- The practice of divination from omens.
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19. Nuptial- Of marriage or a wedding.
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20. Presentiment- A feeling that something of an unfortunate nature is about to take place.
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21. Impracticable- Not capable of being carried out in practice.
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22. Herbage- Herbs collectively.
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23. Sledge- A sled or sleigh for carrying passengers or loads over ice, snow, etc.
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24. Disencumber- To relieve of a burden, free from a hindrance or annoyance.
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25. Transitory- Of a passing nature; temporary.
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26. Mutable- That can be changed; inconstant.
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27. Wert- Be: used with thou.
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
