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William Garrison was born in the year 1805.  At the age of 12, he was an apprentice to a printer.  Garrison enjoyed the printing and became terrific at it.  When he was 22 he became an editor for a Boston Newspaper.  While he was in Boston, a different newspaper editor sent him for.  But this newspaper was against slavery.  He became very interested in it and the ideas he got from it.  In 1831 he started his own newspaper, which was also against slavery, he called it The Liberator.  He used strong language in his newspaper.  His newspaper convinced many people that slavery was wrong, and try to abandon it.
