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1.) The State has total and absolute power over its municipal governments. States normally reserve their power to either abolish local government or to overturn any ordinance established by them. States created these governments through limited and usually restricted charters, and can absolve any aspect, or all municipal government, just a easily.
2.) “It’s unfair.” It places a greater burden on low income families, and old people with fixed income. There is often a great disparity between assessed and appraised values. My old house was assessed at just over $300,000,000, while it closed for around $470,000,000. Also rich areas will pay more property taxes and thus have better services. i.e. Mclean and Langley high school. This is supposedly a violation of the 14th amendment even though, if I recall, the 14th amendment did not have to do with geographic location, rather race or creed.
3.) Urban renewal. Tearing down houses to build vast apartment complexes. This destroyed beneficial community social networks. These apartments were too expensive, and the displaced inhabitants could not afford to move back in. Then the government tried subsidized low rent housing, which did not encourage private investment in the area. Fewer housing units sill meant higher overall prices.
