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Expressed powers – powers expressed directly in the constitution.

Implied powers – powers that are gained out of necessity rather than stated specifically in the constitution.

Necessary and Proper Clause – the last power outlined in the constitution, that gave congress power to do things not stated in the constitution.

Revenue Bill – laws made to get money.

Appropriations bill – authorizes the spending of that money.

Interstate commerce – trade between states.

Impeachment – formal accusation of misconduct among a government official.

2. 20th amendment – in a post industrial world with an extensive national train network it no longer took great amounts of time for congressmen and presidents from their districts to DC. The lame duck amendment cuts down on this down time.

25th amendment – fixed a small hole in the constitution where-in no vice president existed. After the passing of this amendment the President will appoint a new vice presidency if the office becomes vacant.
