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1. Private Bill – A bill dealing with indivdual people or places.

Public Bill – A bill having broad implications to the public, that applies to the entire nation.

Simple Resolution – covers matters involved in one house of congress.

Rider – a completely unrelated provision crammed into one bill that is used as a concession to get the bill passed.

Hearing – a committee meeting where testimony from various people interested in a bill is heard.

Veto – Written presidential rufusal to sign a certain bill.

Pocket Veto – If the president does not sign a bill 10 days after a bill pases in congress, and congress is not in secesion during that time, the congressional over ride becomes impossible and the bill “dies.”

2. Voice Vote - “Aye” or “No” the speaker decides the general concensus.

Standing Vote – stand if you agree and be counted.

Roll-Call Vote – names read in alphabetic order and each member present says either “Aye” or “No.”
