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1. Prior restraint – government of censorship before it hits the press.

Probable cause – reasonable evidence needed for a policeman to attain the right to search or harass somebody. 

Search Warrant – warrant signed by a judge required to enter somebodies' home.

Due process of law – the process that must be followed to arrest and convict somebody.

Eminent domain – the right of government to steel public land with adequate compensation.

Lame duck – A president who is serving the last few months of his term.

poll tax – a tax to keep poor people from voting.

2. Bill of Rights – The first 10 amendments ratified just after the signing of the constitution. They state the freedoms of the people.

Chrisholm vs. Georgia – A citizen of one state could sue a state other than his/her own even though that state did not consent to the case. It was immediately reversed by the 11th amendment.

4.  Freedom of religion, speech, press, assemble, and petition.
