How to make this mandala

 First draw a circle that is approximately 2 1/2 inches in radius. Draw six of the same sized circle which have their center on the first circle. Draw another circle that has a center point at the intersection of the first circle and the second circle and continue this step until six circles are drawn around the first circle. Set the compass to half the radius of the first circle and draw six circles from the intersections of the circles. Draw six circles at the intersection of the other circles. Draw six lines extending from the center of the first circle through one of the intersections of the first circle and the other circles and extending out from the center of the first circle. Connect the ends of these six lines to form a hexagon. Draw going out of the bisection of each other line segments that represents the hexagon to the intersection of the six original lines and the first circle. Draw a large circle that intersects each of the six vertices of the hexagon. Color this mandala with the appropriate colors.
