     In the University of North Carolina, JoAnn Burkholder studies a dinoflagellate cell called Pfiesteria. JoAnn Burkholder studies this deadly dinoflagellate by observing live fish in aquariums infected with Pfiesteria.  Pfiesteria kills most of the fish being studied in about ten minutes! Pfiesteria can morph into different forms such as an amoeba.  She has been studying this killer cell since 1991.  The information found on this new dinoflagellate is very important to people who find and sell fish, and to people who eat the fish.
