Safety

1. Wear safety goggles. 

2. A number of chemicals used in this experiment are toxic and/or irritating to the skin. Avoid contact with these chemicals and wash your hands thoroughly after use.

3. Sulfuric acid is corrosive and can cause severe injury. If you spill acid on yourself, immediately flush the affected area with water for 2-3 minutes and notify the teacher. If acid should get into your eyes, begin flushing your eyes with running water immediately and continue doing so for at least 20 minutes. If there is an eye wash fountain with continuously running water in the laboratory, use it.

4. Wash your hands thoroughly after completing this experiment. 

Conclusion


This experiment helps to tell what chemicals react to what, and how to measure the densities of elements with water. Silicone, Lead and Tin were all weighed and the results were figured. Then we mixed drops of different chemicals, a whole plethora of them, to see if they were soluble or insoluble.
