Injection
Something that is injected, especially a dose of liquid medicine injected into the body.

I had an injection of blood last night.

Hypnotic 

Of or relating to hypnosis.

The hypnotic psycho was chasing me.
Berserk 

Destructively or frenetically violent.

A berserk worker started smashing all the windows.
Surgeon 

A physician specializing in surgery.

The surgeon removed my appendix.

Skirmish 

A minor battle in war, as one between small forces or between large forces avoiding direct conflict.
The battle was now becoming a petty skirmish.
Sergeant 
Any of several ranks of noncommissioned officers in the U.S. Army, Air Force, or Marine Corps. 
The sergeant was telling his platoon to stand their ground.

Starboard
The right-hand side of a ship or an aircraft as one faces forward.

The starboard side of the ship was being attacked.

Capsule 

A space capsule.

The capsule was being launched at Earth.

Atmosphere 

The gaseous mass or envelope surrounding a celestial body, especially the one surrounding Earth, and retained by the celestial body's gravitational field.
The planet had a thick atmosphere.
Platoon 

A subdivision of a company of troops consisting of two or more sections and usually commanded by a lieutenant.
The left platoon was being destroyed.

Reflection 

Something, such as light, radiant heat, sound, or an image, that is reflected.
The reflection of the sun was blinding me.

Committee

A group of people officially delegated to perform a function, such as investigating.

The committee was over ten years old.
Automatic

Acting or operating in a manner essentially independent of external influence or control. 

That was an automatic light switch. 

Proximity 

The state, quality, sense, or fact of being near or next; closeness.
I dectected his body odor when he was in close proximity to me.

Altitude

The height of a thing above a reference level, especially above sea level or above the earth's surface.
The jet was losing altitude.
