Definitive site for authentic Oliver Stone, as this is a site designed so that the surfer and movie guru may hear His words and wisdom. Stylistically, it is all flash (flash-wave technology) and features cute, small blocks of text that must be clicked through to be read in full. The main distinctions are Director, Writer and Thinker, with extras at the top: Forum, Merchandise, Site Credits, Feedback. At the bottom are such useful features as: Special features, Biography/ Filmography and the obligatory part of any vibrant, healthy web page, the “What’s New” section. There is no meat on this site, so to speak, though it is key if one wanted, as mentioned earlier, the authentic Oliver Stone perspective and his thoughts on issues, divided into essays ranging from topics on history and responses to media criticisms. 


There are a few juicy tidbits, mainly for Oliver Stoners, as his fans and he and sometimes called. There is a small merchandise page which allows one to purchase autographed copies of his books, A Child Night’s Dream and Oliver Stone’s USA, for around $35 dollars apiece. Very thoughtful (no cynicism intended). There is also a four-part visual trip, with Stone narrating his stream-of-consciousness work, A Child Night’s Dream. Self-promotion and authenticity are staples here, and the word of Oliver Stone himself makes superfluous any bibliographic notations and the like.

This site is a comprehensive fan site, surprisingly thorough and well-built for the geocities setting, being divided into five sections stemming from the straight-forward home page: Director, Films, Message Board, Forum and Links. The home page also provides a few pertinent and eye-catching links, as well as a solid introduction. The director and films sections provide in-depth information about Stone’s works and contain many links for each individual effort or work. The message board and forum are obligatory, though for this site they feature many interested people, and their opinions. The links page is very comprehensive and would make a great jumping off point when one is thirsty for more Stone (in poor taste, one could also be looking to get ‘Stoned’). There is no evidence of bibliographic information because most of the content is the meat of Stone’s works and what the author thought of them. This site nicely complements Stone’s page, making him a director that is easily accessible through these two fine web pages.
