Poetry Terms

1. Rhymes- internal- all lines are in the centerline.  Approximate- two words alike in a sound.  Meter- they generally bring either pattern of stress. 
2. Landscape- A picture depicting an expanse of scenery.

3. Meter- The measured arrangement of words in poetry, as by accentual rhythm, syllabic quantity, or the number of syllables in a line.

4. Foot- A unit of poetic meter consisting of stressed and unstressed syllables in any of various set combinations. For example, an iambic foot has an unstressed followed by a stressed syllable.
5. Rhythm-A musical quality produced by the repetition of stress stand on the stressed souls. 

6. Stanza- A group of the lines the form a single unit. 
7. Quatrain- A stanza or poem of four lines.
8. Irony-a contrast between the expectations and reality.

9. Connotation-all meetings that a word suggests.

10. Denotation- definition of a word.

11. Viewpoint- the vantage point this story is written in

12. Stone that attitude a writer takes towards the audience

13. Voice- Expression; utterance.
14. Imagery-language that appeals to the senses.

15. Metaphor- a figure of speech that compares to one likes things. 

16. Favors-poetry written without their regular meter or I scheme. 

17.  Simile-A metaphor that compares to unlike things with like or ask. 

18. Hyperbole- A figure of speech in which exaggeration is used for emphasis or effect,
19.  Personification- To think of or represent (an inanimate object or abstraction) as having personality or the qualities, thoughts, or movements of a living being.
20. Oxymoron- A rhetorical figure in which incongruous or contradictory terms are combined,
21. Alliteration- The repetition of the same consonant sounds or of different vowel sounds at the beginning of words or in stressed syllables,
22.  Consonance- Close correspondence of sounds. b. The repetition of consonants or of a consonant pattern, especially at the ends of words,
23. Assonance- The repetition of identical or similar vowel sounds, especially in stressed syllables, with changes in the intervening consonants, 

24. Onomatopoeia- the formation or use of words such as buzz or murmur that imitate the sounds associated with the objects or actions they refer to.
25. Lyric poem- of or relating to a category of poetry that expresses subjective thoughts and feelings, often in a songlike style or form.
26.  Ballad- A narrative poem, often of folk origin and intended to be sung, consisting of simple stanzas and usually having a recurrent refrain. 
27. Sonnet- A 14-line verse form usually having one of several conventional rhyme schemes.

28. Narrative poem- A narrated account; a story.
29. Epic- A literary or dramatic composition that resembles an extended, narrative poem celebrating heroic feats.
30. Haiku- A Japanese lyric verse form having three unrhymed lines of five, seven, and five syllables, traditionally invoking an aspect of nature or the seasons.
31. Scanning- To look over or leaf through hastily.
