

Emperor of Ansalon is about an evil warlord, Ariakas, who becomes the general of Takhisis’s vast dragon armies by passing a test. The test requires him to journey to a tower owned by ogres and save the “Princess” at the top. It also requires him to kill the “Princess” when she tells him to. Ariakas then goes to a city called Sanction and trains there as a priest of the Dark Queen. He finds out that a fungus plague that hosts in dwarves, with the help of a wizard and a priest, can turn a dragon egg of good into a few draconians. He journeyed to the Dwarven nation to get major shipments of the useful fungus plague. Once he gets to the subterranean nation the king tries to kill him and his three companions perish. He escapes with his life and finds a black dragon imprisoned at the bottom of the mountain. He frees the dragon and kills the king. A new king is elected and he sends the first shipments of the fungus plague to Sanction.

Soon he took over most of Ansalon with an even greater hoard of dragons of different colors and flying citadels. There is a band of eight heroes that have the power to banish the Dark Queen completely into the world of gods. They have found the Dragon Lances and have made an Alliance with the remaining Dragons of Good. They and an army of good knights have won a huge battle at the gates of the knights’ capital. 


Lord Ariakas and all of the Dark Queen’s Generals and Armies must attend a meeting to plot strategies in the temple at Sanction. Kiteria (the second in command under Lord Ariakas) has asked her boy friend, a half elven hero, named Tanis, to kill Lord Ariakas so that she can become the first in command. Lord Ariakas thinks that Tanis is going to lay down his sword at his feet and swear allegiance. Instead Tanis stabs Lord Ariakas in the heart sending Ariakas to the Dark Queen for eternity.
