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Nat Turner, born on a plantation in Southampton County, Virginia was a visionary and religious leader, but he was also a black slave all his life. Since Nat Turner is a slave he doesn’t have much of a history. It is known that as a child Turner talked about events that occurred before his birth. He has also been known to be an outstanding and gifted speaker. When he reached his adulthood he talked publicly about getting numerous visions from “God” that told him that slavery should be abolished, and the one that was to end it was him. The slaves at his plantation believed Nat’s visions. This started the uprising that began on August 21, 1831. Nat wanted his revolt to spread across the country, but instead it was only in his area. Prior to his death by hanging with his revolutionaries, Nat was asked, "Do you not find yourself mistaken now?"


Nat Turner replied that question with "Was not Christ crucified?"
