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1.)

Bicameral – Two separate legislative branches.

Lieutenant Governor – Vice governor.

Plurality – largest number of votes in an election.

Item veto – vetoing a certain section of a bill, while passing the rest of it.

Civil case – Involving disputes between two or more private or corporate entities. 

Criminal case – Government vs. an individual for committing a crime.

2.)

National Guard – State militia, under direct command of governor. Also can be called upon by the president.

Attorney General – supervises all legal activities of state agencies. Gives legal advice to the Governor, and can act as a lawyer in that state.

Secretary of State – Record keeper, and yes secretary for the state government.

Missouri Plan –  State judges appointed and popularly elected.
