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1.) Corporate Charter – a charter that gives a corporation official existence.

Public Utility –  restricted monopoly, that runs necessary infrastructure.

Workers’ compensation – compensation for employees injured on the job.

Unemployment compensation – government compensation for people directly after they lose their jobs.

Conservation – conserving stuff, usually related to the environment.

Mandatory sentencing – fixed minimum and maximum sentences for certain crimes.

Victim compensation – State compensation to victims or their families for certain crimes.

Extradition – how a criminal is brought back into the state where he committed the crime.

Parole – how a criminal is able to serve the rest of his/her sentence outside of prison.

Shock probation – meant to shock young people out of crime by exposing them briefly to prison life.

Shock Incarceration – short prison sentence with many highly structured activates.

House arrest – Like prison, but you have to stay out home except for getting essentials.

2.) Industrial development bonds – money given or lent to companies to try to coax them to move their industries to that state.
Medicaid – Federal money flowing to states to provide medical care and services to those that can’t afford it. States provide around 45% of the funds.
