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1. Article – A section of the constitution.

Jurisdiction – Authority of the courts, in a region or type of case.

Supremacy clause – Constitution, Federal laws, and Treaties “shall be supreme law of the land.”

Amendment – a written change of an official document.

Popular sovereignty – the citizens of a nation rule.

Federalism – unitary government made up of multiple semi-sovern states.

Separation of powers – separation between 3 federal branches of government.

Checks and balances – system where federal branches of government can override each other.

Veto – presidential rejection of a bill passed by congress.

Judicial review – power of supreme court to interpirate laws as unconstitutional.

2. Marbury v. Madison (1803) – set the precedent of Judicial review by asserting that the Supreme court had the ability to deem any act of government unconstitutional.
