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1. Expressed powers – powers expressed directly in the constitution.

Enumerated powers – 18 expressed congressional powers written in article 1 section 8.

Elastic clause – clause that gives congress the power to enact laws that are “necessary and proper”.

Federal bureaucracy – The entire executive branch staff.

2. McCulloch vs. Maryland – gave congress more than the expressed powers of the constitution, allowing the legislator to enact laws under the elastic clause such as internal improvements, and the national bank.
