In order to preserve domestic tranquility and ensure the optimum outcome for our family unit, we hereby enter into an agreement with our son, Justin Eric Beck on June 26, 2000.

Gerhard T. Beck and Ann K. Fulenwider hereby agree to provide room and board to Justin through the remainder of his high school through June 2001, and fully fund a four year college education at (as a minimum) a state college.

In exchange for this support, Justin agrees to abide by the following conditions:

1. Be substance free while residing at 6700 Lumsden Street.

2. Be willing to take a general drug test, including nicotine levels, should rule number one be violated.

3. Maintain at least a 3.0 GPA so that he can continue to receive the good student driver's discount.

4. Acquire and complete all college applications, requests for transcript transfers, requests for test score transmittals, essay writing and obtaining school references.

5. The only involvement parent's will have in the application process is writing the check to go with each application. Justin's parents will provide NO reminders or assistance during this process.

6. No more than 10 application fees will be provided.

7. Justin will complete all applications for any AP exams taken during the senior year.
