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         Horace Mann was born on a farm in Franklin, Massachusetts, in the year 1796.  He started doing chores around the farm when he was young.  Horace was dreaming about the day that he could go to school, when he was doing his chores.  He loved to look at a few pages of the few books that was lent to his father by church minister.  Horace had asked his father and older brother to tell what said.  Horace Mann could not wait until he could learn how to read by himself.  

        Horace dreams came true when he got to school and learn to read and write just like his brothers did.  Horace had soon graduated from the village school.  After he graduated, he wanted to learn more but High school was just too expensive for him to attend.  However Horace was lucky, a man from his village said that he would tutor him.  Horace learned very quickly and well, he learned so well that his family decided that he must go to college.


Horace took a college test and had pass it in September of 1816, now Horace finally had a chance to go to college and he went to Brown Unerversity.  Horace had graduated from college and became a teacher there.  Horace decided to become a lawyer after teaching a few years.  In 1835 Horace was elected to be the senator of the state Massachusetts.  When Horace became a senator, he was very concern with children that did not have the opportunity to go to school.  In 1837 Horace was elected to be the new Board of Education in his state Massachusetts.   He traveled from state to state giving speeches about how important education was.  Horace Mann died in the year 1859.
