T+0: took it all down remembering to use both nostrils so I don’t hurt my nose in the long run.

T+5: Pain from insufflations is finally subsiding.

T+15: Start hearing this weird buzzing.

T+20: Buzzing is louder, start to feel Euphoric as the techno trance I am listening to lifts my spirit up. Buzzing sounds a lot like ordinary tinnitus (what you hear when you hear nothing, after hearing very loud music)

T+25: Buzzing is a lot louder after music is off, and can hear sinusoidal variations in the intensity. Can see minor movement trails.

T+40: Buzzing stopped, however motion trails continue and have a general feeling of a strange body high.

T+45: Voices sound different, lower, slower, stranger.

T+60: Tried playing Halo could definitely notice the difference in the familiar noises as they sound totally different now, however foreign sounds remain just that foreign, and little difference can be easily noticed.

T+90: Got bored took another 40mg through the nose. It hurts again, but it will pass.

T+120: Holy shit listening to my favorite song is insane, it doesn’t even sound good. And my entire body feels just plain weird, no simple way of describing it. Songs just sound bad, as if everything our mind normally glosses over remains unedited as it is perceived by our consciousness. You can even hear the grittiness of CD as our mind perceives the actual pulse code modulation (PCM refers to the quantization of the sound wave into square intervals that translates a stepped signal to the analogue form of sound that is translated by the speakers) during especially variable portions of a song. It would be interesting to see if it would make a difference if one was listening to pure analogue sound as apposed to CD sound.

Conclusion: This drug is fun to play around with and is worth buying just to supplement visual hallucinations of another drug, like DPT. If one were to trip off of DMT however auditory hallucinations would be in line and DiPT would be unnecessary yet not pointless.
