Naturalization Process

1.The naturalization process for a citizen of say, Mexico, to become a full fledged citizen of the U.S. is a long and arduous one. This outsider, let’s call him Pablo, must first file a petition for naturalization in a court that does exactly that, in the district in which he resides.





2.Pablo would have to be 18 years of age, and of good moral character. He must also have to be a resident of the U.S. for six years, or three years if Pablo had a wife who was a citizen. And last, Pablo would have to be able to speak, write and read English.


�3.After this entire ordeal, our friend Pablo would have to get two U.S. citizens who are acquainted with him to witness his acceptance. Pablo must wait approximately thirty days before the final hearing.








4.At this hearing if Pablo is successful he would swear allegiance to the U.S. and renounce allegiances to foreign countries of which he was a former citizen.
